I. Intro

a. Spiritual renewal is upon us

b. A Fresh current is moving in and through us

c. We must learn how to ride the tide of His spiritual flow and movement- knowing the times and season that we are in.

d. This is the time to pursue Him with all our mind and energy until we press into our promise

e.   Whenever there is great deliverance there is need to reestablish sound doctrine to correspond with that movement, so the enemy will not be able to capitalize on what the Lord is doing. 
II. Manifold (many fold, many sided-wisdom) (Eph 3:10-11)

1. The Church’s purpose is to make known God’s Manifold wisdom to Principalities and powers in heavenly places.

2. There are many shades, sides, nuances, and aspects of God’s supernatural wisdom that we come to learn of “In Christ” as we develop.   So many different spiritual technologies that we have access to. 
3. When we move from where we currently are and grow up in maturity, we have an occasion to see other sides of Him that have not yet been revealed. 

4. Revealing the Kingdom of God is directly linked to warfare and deliverance. 

a. The Church invades the gates of Hades (the underworld) (Matt 16:18-19)

b. Keys represent spiritual authority which comes by the Revelation of Christ (the Meshioch or the Warrior King)
c. Casting out Demons advertises the Presence of the Kingdom of God  among His people (Luke 11:20-22)

d. Christ is Stronger than the Strong man (satan) and overtakes his armor, (demolishes strongholds); and divides the spoils (takes possession of the treasure- the soul in this case )
e. Our spiritual weapons pull down arguments and vain teachings that oppose true Knowledge of God (2 Corinthians 10:3-5)

5. The heart of revolution is the “pursuit of truth” and the boldness to live out what we have discovered. 
6. Some aspects of Christ are only revealed to us in a corporate environment, while other vantage points are only obtained in our “prayer closets”

7. It will take all of eternity to discover the fullness of God, but He will reveal his many (folds) and attributes in time. 

8. The wisdom of God must be kept.  It’s not about what you had but what you kept.   
a. What you knew before is not important unless you retain it.  

b. It is what we actively and experientially know that is beneficial to you. 

c. Don’t forget what you knew, but remember (put back together) what you once knew.

d. We don’t get extra bonus points for “once upon I time I used to do this”..  As long as we live we should be growing from faith to faith and from glory to glory. 

III. Learning Christ – “A pursuit of Truth”
a. Understanding His Name 
i. Jesus-Yehowshuwa` (yeh-ho-shoo'-ah); or Yehowshu` a (yeh-ho-shoo'-ah)-Means Yahweh is Salvation, Yahweh saved.
1. The giving of his name (Matt 1:21)-He shall save his people.
a. Oshea’s name means salvation or savior; Moses changed his name to Yehowshuwa which means that Yahweh is Salvation.  (Numbers 13:16)
b. Joshua was warrior who would lead the people into the promised. (Deuteronomy 3:28)

c. Moses representing the Law, Struck the rock out of anger b/c of the people’s sin.  And so the Law could not take the people into the promised land.  As Christ fulfilled the work of the Law, Joshua fulfilled the work of Moses.   There was no one successor after Joshua…until the period of the Judges. 

d. Why does Moses rename Oshea to Yehowshua?

i. God reveals his personal name(Exodus 3:13-15)

1. Haw-yah (the self existing God)

2. He appeared as El Shadah ee but not as Yahweh in to the patriarchs(Ex. 6:2)

3. Joshua’s name comes from (Yahoveh and yasha) meaning (the eternal one and freedom)
b. God in Christ
i. The Father and His word are braided together (within each other yet distinct)
