The Spirit of Reformation: Christology Pt 2, The Kings Constitution. 

Elder Terrance Ministry Notes


The King’s Constitution is His word which contains within it His: Laws, Testimony, Statutes based on His precepts, and His commands. 

1. Kingdom or National Laws- (Torah) are the rules that are established in His community that commands or forbids certain actions.   It establishes His nation’s customs.
a. So, Laws govern external behavior. How we should act or what we should do is the emphasis. 

b. It provides legal and moral direction (guidelines; borders of safety)

c. Laws are boundaries of protection.  If boundaries are not crossed, we don’t really feel the negative application of His Laws. 

d. His Laws are perfect because they convert souls back to Him.  

i. The laws have within them God’s vision for the whole community, so they are complete and lack nothing.

ii. Also, it is called perfect because its intent is to perfect us and make us individually and corporately mature in Him. 

iii.  These laws are meant to keep us in communion (proper fellowship) with the King and Kingdom Citizens. 

2. The King’s Testimony –Witness of the Lord; is sure (foundational) and trustworthy
a. This produces wisdom even for those who are not naturally bright. 

b. Our testimony may get someone’s attention, but our testimony does not make people wise.  It is His testimony that is trust worthy. 
c. His Word is prophetic and revelatory in nature:
i. Containing the Spirit of prophecy (Rev. 19:10)

ii. We are established by the declaration of Christ according to apostolic Revelation and the prophetic writings. (Rom 16:25-27)
3. Kingdom Statutes (piqqud, pikkude)-are written or decreed laws passed by Legal authority intended to be permanent.   So, statutes are God’s precepts communicated.    (Eccl 3:14)
Note: God’s precepts are always right- meaning righteous, just, fitting, and proper.  Ultimately it means Truth.  God’s ideas are Truth. When His statutes are understood they produce joy within the heart. Vs. 8 a (the kingdom is righteousness, joy, and peace in the H.S.)
a. His permanent statutes are based upon His precepts

i. His precepts are His original ideas that preceded His creative work

ii. His precepts contain what the Lord Originally intended

iii. His precepts contain understanding what God would say the ideal picture 

iv. So, it makes since that He would make permanent law based upon His eternal precepts and not based upon temporary situations. 

b. These Laws are official commands or Mandates (mandatory);

c. The emphasis here is that statutes have been documented so that the record can be preserved. 

d. Note that things that have been Pre- served are serving a future time in the present. 

e. God is the God of every generation.  Those that are like Him will begin to think legacy and work not only for today, but they will become interested in ways to pre-serve for future generations. 
4. The King’s Commands- to give a formal order or instruction.  The weight of the command is based upon the authority that it came from.   It gives light to the eyes. (vs8)
a. A command can bring instruction to what you do and think.

b. A command does not have to be permanent it can be specific for a given time.

i. even though all statutes are commands, all commands are not statutes

ii. All laws are commands, but all commands are not laws.
